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Eritrea: U.N. Protests Thwarting of Peacekeepers

In a rare rebuke of an individual nation, the United Nations Security Council “strongly condemned” Eritrea for obstructing the peacekeeping mission on its disputed border with Ethiopia, and Secretary General Ban Ki-moon demanded an immediate end to what he described as Eritrea’s threats, seizures of equipment and denial of food and fuel to the 1,200 peacekeepers there. “We are in a situation where it is getting harder to stay and harder to leave, and that’s untenable,” said Jean-Marie Guéhenno, the under secretary general for peacekeeping. 
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
