Sudan: First Peacekeeper Is Killed 

A Ugandan police officer working for international peacekeeping forces in Sudan’s Darfur region has been shot dead, according to the joint United Nations-African Union force. The Ugandan is the first international peacekeeper to be killed in Darfur since the joint force took over from the African Union at the beginning of the year, a spokesman said. Others have died of natural causes.The body of the peacekeeper, who had been shot several times, was found in his car on Wednesday evening in the North Darfur capital, El Fasher. 
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
