Sudan: Security Council Rebuke

The United Nations Security Council adopted a unanimous statement calling on the Sudanese government to cooperate with the International Criminal Court in bringing to trial people charged with war crimes in Darfur. The statement, the Council’s first such rebuke of Sudan in three years, slightly diluted an initial version by dropping the names of two Sudanese officials who have been indicted. 
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
