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Zimbabwe: Political Talks Stall

Talks to resolve Zimbabwe’s political crisis have stalled after the opposition leader, Morgan Tsvangirai, declined to sign a framework for negotiations, the opposition party said. The parties of Mr. Tsvangirai and President Robert Mugabe are under pressure to negotiate a political settlement after Mr. Mugabe’s widely condemned re-election last month after violence drove Mr. Tsvangirai from the race. Representatives of the parties began preliminary talks under South African mediation last week. The opposition has set conditions for talks, including the end of government-backed violence against its supporters.
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
