Zimbabwe: Mugabe Set to Pick Cabinet

President Robert Mugabe said he would name a new cabinet if the opposition leader, Morgan Tsvangirai, refused to sign a power sharing deal, the state-owned newspaper reported on Thursday — a deal that each side has confirmed would leave Mr. Mugabe in command. If Mr. Mugabe makes good on his threat, he will almost certainly bring a sudden and acrimonious end to more than a month of power-sharing talks. Mr. Tsvangirai has said he will not agree to any settlement unless it gives him the authority to govern Zimbabwe, which has been ravaged by hyperinflation, hunger and joblessness. 
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
